
Lies Men Believe and How They Affect Our Marriage

Jill: All right, well, welcome to this particular interview, dive deep interview, but we are covering the lies men believe with our guests Robert and Nancy Wolgemuth. Robert and Nancy, you joined us last month and we talked about the lies women believe. We're so glad that you've joined us this month to discuss the lies that men believe. So thank you for joining us.

Mark: Yeah.

Robert Wolgemuth: Welcome, and for those of you who watched last month, we haven't changed our clothes...

Mark: What? 

RW: Since we last talked to you. We've been sitting here waiting for this conversation.

Jill: 30 days.

Mark: Yeah, thank you so much, and I am grateful for this conversation. I think it's gonna be powerful for men, just as the lies that women believe was powerful for women.

Jill: Absolutely. You guys really shared your story with us, but there are people that didn't get to watch the other interview. Can you give us just the shortened version of your story so that at least couples have a little bit of context? 

RW: Sure. I was married for almost 45 years to Bobbie. She was diagnosed stage-four ovarian cancer in 2012 and stepped into heaven in 2014. Nancy and I have been married for 41 months now, we count months. The 14th of every month is an anniversary, and we buy lots of cards. Hallmark loves us.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: Nancy was 57, never married. I was 67 and, as I said, married for almost 45 years. We're 10 years apart. When we were dating, Nancy said to me, "If this doesn't work out with us, my mother is still available."

RW: Because I'm actually closer in age to her mother than I am to her, just so you know.

Jill: Goodness, that is great. I love your sense of humor.

RW: This is my wife, this is a woman of grace, never married, 47, I mean, 57. On her own in ministry, loving marriage, champion of marriage, but never married. So it was a huge adjustment for her.

Jill: Yes.

RW: She's getting to know now... She has two daughters and five grandkids, all teenagers at the time. Now one is married. And so, just adjustment, just Google the word "adjustment" and our picture will pop up.

Jill: The picture's there.

[laughter]

Jill: Wow.

RW: But we were grateful to have a Christian counselor who helped us with this blended marriage. Nancy's ministry friends, ministry colleagues, were tough to get through when I started to see her, because they had her all to herself.

Jill: Yeah.

RW: Or to themselves, right? But they're wonderful. And my goal, speaking to men at the moment, is be patient, be gentle, be humble. Those things get you a long way. I'm a grown man by this time, and I have my rights. And the more I sucked it up and laid those aside and said, "This prize is worth whatever it's gonna take." And I knew pretty early on that I felt called to marry this lady. Took her a while, of course, but I think we are pursuers. John 14, 1 John 14... 1 John 4:17, why do we love God? Well, he went first. So even in our marriage ceremony... We figured this out a couple weeks before the wedding, I said, "I don't want you to come the whole way to the altar. You're gonna stop halfway, and I'm gonna come get you." And that was a metaphor, that was a metaphor. And I wanna talk about this in a minute, about lies. But I think one of the greatest sins that men commit is being passive.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: Boy, we talk about that a lot.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: I wanted, in our marriage ceremony, to symbolize anti-passiveness. I'm not gonna wait, I'm gonna come get you.

Jill: Wow.

Mark: Cool.

RW: Our love for God would be impossible if he hadn't gone first. So anyway, so that is our story. We live in Michigan, I lived in Orlando. Yes, I went to the DMV in January and got licensed, turned in my Florida license. She stood there and looked at it, stared at it, shook her head. Like, nobody does this, but Nancy was so worth it you can't even imagine.

Mark: Aww.

Jill: Oh, I love that.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: Briefly, Nancy, tell us about Revive Our Hearts. What does the Revive Our Hearts Ministry do? 

Nancy Wolgemuth: Well, it's a ministry to women, and primarily... And we have media, radio, podcasting, events, the True Woman conference, the Revive conferences, and publishing a lot of resources for women. Our byline is "Calling Women to Freedom, Fullness, and Fruitfulness in Christ." And so we're ministering to women of every demographic. Younger, older, married, single, just helping women to embrace their God-created design as women and to reflect the beauty of Christ through whatever season of life God has them in. And certainly, there's... Clearly, in Scripture, marriage is an opportunity for men and women together to reflect to the world the gospel and the beauty of Christ, and so that gives our marriage a greater purpose than just having somebody take care of me or having somebody to love me or having a happy marriage. All those are byproducts of each of us having a relationship with Christ and together saying the purpose of our marriage... We said this about our wedding. We want our wedding to reflect the loveliness of Christ.

Jill: Yes.

NW: And so everything we do is significant, it's meaningful, it affects how we resolve differences, the priorities we choose, the activities we're involved in, the relationships we had. We're needing to put a new roof on our house, and so this morning, we're out there talking with the man...

RW: The contractor.

NW: The contractor, and finding out that he had, not too long ago, been through a divorce, a painful season of his life, but God has used it to help bring him into some sort of faith journey.

Jill: Aww.

NW: So we're out there. It's not about putting a roof on, it's not about how are we gonna spend this money, it's about the person that God brought to talk... For us to, as a couple, to minister to. Any marriage that's inward, any life that is inward or self-centered is going to be destined for misery. But any marriage that has said, "This is for him, this is for others," we expend our lives. We pour out our lives for the sake of the gospel and others, and that's then what brings us joy...

RW: That's so true.

NW: Doing that together.

RW: So true.

Jill: It is. Yeah, I love that, thank you.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: Just looking at things as God appointments...

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: So, hey, God, what have you got for me today? 

RW: That's right, that's right. And how many times we've said to people, "How can we pray for you?" So easy.

Mark: Right.

Jill: It is.

NW: Easy. Nobody ever says, "Well, don't do that." Ever.

Jill: Right.

Mark: Right.

Jill: I've started doing that at restaurants with our servers, and I have never had someone turn me down.

RW: That's right.

Jill: And so, yeah, just really having that spiritual mindset about everything that we do.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: And most people say, "Pray for peace in my heart." People are upside down, life is tough.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: That's so true.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: Anyway, we love the...

Jill: Robert, the work that you do, share... The book that we're gonna talk about here during the remainder of our time is a new book that you have out, but what is the work that you do? 

RW: I don't tell very many people about this.

NW: He works for the CIA.

RW: I do.

[laughter]

RW: And we'll tell you, but then we'll have to kill you.

[laughter]

RW: I'm a literary agent.

Jill: Oh, gotcha.

Mark: Okay.

RW: I own a company that connects authors and publishers.

Mark: Okay.

Jill: Gotcha. Wonderful.

RW: The reason why I don't tell many people is because everybody you know has a mother who writes great poetry.

Jill: Yes. I understand.

RW: No, really, I'm serious, it's really good. You would love it, publishers would fall over themselves to get it. So that's... My firm represents over 200 Christian authors.

Jill: Oh, that's...

RW: That's a very busy life, it's a wonderful life. But that's what I do. I have a team that is located in Denver, and at some point, that's where the headquarters will be, but because of technology, we can be virtual. We've been virtual for 13 years.

Jill: Gotcha.

NW: That's actually how we met, because Robert was my agent.

Mark: Wow.

NW: I am an author, he was my agent years ago. That's how I met Bobbie, his now-deceased wife and his children. And there came a point in our ministry where we said we can handle that contract stuff in-house, so we...

RW: Let me go.

NW: We fired him.

Jill: Oh...

NW: And so I say I'm the only author to have hired, fired, and married her agent.

[laughter]

NW: So now I got my agent back too.

RW: That's right.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: That is so true, that is so true.

RW: A good friend who's a publisher tweeted when we got engaged, "Some guys will do anything to get a client back."

[laughter]

RW: And I did.

Jill: Oh, I love that.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: I love that. Well, let...

RW: That's what I do.

Jill: Well, thanks for sharing that.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: So, obviously, you're already in the book industry.

RW: Right.

Jill: But talk to us about this new book that just came out, The Lies Men Believe and the Truth That Sets Them Free. And let's dive in to the lies that you think affect marriage the most.

RW: Well, I named 40 lies. There are a lot more than that. And I really took the model of Lies Women Believe to guide the sections that these lies are categorized as.

Mark: Okay.

RW: What I wanna say, and we could spend a week, much less 30 minutes, going through all of these. But I'd love to start with the foundation chapter. That's where it starts. The Apostle Paul says that Eve was deceived, but Adam was not. Isn't that interesting? When he's writing to his protégé Timothy, he thought this issue was important enough to mention. And there was probably a lot of correspondence between these two guys that we don't have recorded, but we do have recorded this. And Nancy talks about Genesis 3 and how the serpent snuck up on her and told her a lie and tricked her, deceived her.

RW: But it says Adam was not. So we probably spent a week, that's so safe, it was more than that, but a week, Nancy and I did, talking about, praying about, contacting theological friends, theologians, and saying, "Okay, so what was it? If he wasn't deceived, if he wasn't deceived, then what was he?" And in our last episode, a month ago, wearing these same clothes, we agreed that the Adam's problem was that he was passive.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: So it's pretty clear that he was there. Now, think about this. So God speaks to Adam, he gives him the instructions. "This is a perfect place. There is a 'no' here," which, that's a rabbit we could chase. I love that. Perfection sometimes includes the discipline of a "no." So there was a "no" in this garden, in this perfect garden. And so... But God gave him the instruction, not Eve, so he must have told her about it, okay? So now they're back to the tree. The serpent didn't speak to Adam, he spoke to Eve. And so where was Adam? So if you look at that text, Genesis 3, and you say, "Now, let me put together this scenario," where was Adam during this conversation between his wife and the serpent? It's clear that Adam chose to disobey a holy God than disappoint or embarrass his wife. That's a really bad choice, but that's what he did. We know he's close by, we assume he is, because Eve took the fruit, and then what does it say she did with it? 

Jill: She gave it to Adam.

RW: Either she had a really good arm...

[laughter]

RW: To cross the garden, and he caught it and ate it. It looks like... It sounds like she's handed on to it. So, he was there at the whole time. Okay, so let's say that we have a conversation with Adam after the story. He's out of the garden. He's sitting on a stump somewhere, so we sit next to him, and we say to him. "Alright, bud, tell us what happened." And he describes it, and then we say to him, "So, what were you thinking? Did you know that you were doing the wrong thing? Did you know that you were disobeying God?" What would he say? What would he say? Without a doubt, he would say, "Yes, I did."

Mark: Yes.

Jill: True that.

RW: So, you talk to Christian leaders, pastors, authors, whatever, men who have failed, men who have stepped across the line, created this moral disaster. And if we were able to talk to them in the middle of that, we would ask them, "Did you know that you were doing the wrong thing?" They would say, "Yes."

Mark: Yes.

RW: So, here's the deal. As men were fixers. We're guys who say, "You know what, I'm gonna figure this out. I'm gonna cross this bridge. I'm smart enough. I'm articulate enough. I have enough money. Whatever it's gonna take to get me out of this trouble, I'm gonna do what I'm gonna do right now, knowing I'm doing the wrong thing. I'll figure it out later."

RW: So, that idea, that truth pervades our thinking, men's thinking. So, you can say to a guy, "What are you doing?" He's thinking, "I'm doing the wrong thing. I'm gonna figure that later." So, we're in a good company, or maybe bad company. This is where Adam went. So, I've got 40 lives, and we don't have time to go through all of them, to go through any of them really, but the big idea is, more often than not, men sin consciously. A guy might get drunk and do something stupid and not be aware of it. But even in drinking, he knows where he's going. He knows when he's drunk enough, he's gonna lose his senses and do something stupid. So, it was a conscious decision. So, the Apostle Paul talks about no one has escape. The Lord doesn't tempt us beyond escape thinking we're donna escape.

RW: Well, I'd put a timer on that, and I would say, "Sometimes a man gets in so deep that he can't escape, but early on, in the process of his sinfulness, of his sinful acts, he did have an exit ramp that he didn't take. What I would say to men, and actually, this isn't a book. It looks like a book, but it's a conversation.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: A guy, it's Mark and me back in the corner at a Starbucks. Starbucks, that's not too noisy. There aren't many of those.

[laughter]

RW: You've got a cup of coffee between us and we're talking.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: And I'm talking and Mark is listening, and Mark is talking and I'm listening. So, it's not a book, it's a conversation. And my great desire is that a guy believes, and really feels as he's reading this book, that I'm not sitting in judgment. I'm looking across this coffee cup and I'm saying, "I understand what you're saying. This makes perfect sense to me. Have you considered doing so and so?" And then listening as he responds to me. So, it's not a book, it's a conversation. There's no microphone. There's no platform. This is just me and the reader. Actually, a book is a very intimate medium. People don't read books in groups generally. So, there's no... When you read a book, one of our books, it doesn't say, "Well, most of you do this. It's all second person, it's you... Or first person, me. It's me opening my heart."

RW: So, what works in a marriage? One of the sections is the lies we believe about marriage and family. A whole section, six lies in there, or lies we believe about sexuality, and I'm absolutely brutally honest. We talk about pornography. We talk about the fascination of pornography is that you do it by yourself. I lived in Orlando for 17 years. I never saw anybody walking around the theme parks by themselves. So, marriage and sex is something that you love and enjoy with someone. Pornography is something you do alone, 99% of the time, and there's no joy in that. I'm very candid about that, 'cause it's just me and a cup of coffee. Why would I waste his time by going all over the place rather than cutting to the chase, giving him news that he can use, and in a loving patient way saying, "This is what God's words. In fact, the subtitle of this book is more important than the title, and the truth that sets us free."

RW: John 8:32 said, "I'm the truth. Listen to me. What I'm speaking to you now, is the truth. So the more you know him, the more natural is for you to cut to the chase of truth rather than be deceived or believe lies.

Mark: Yeah. Yeah.

Jill: Right. Right. Yeah. I'm so glad that you brought up pornography. Can we just talk for just a few minutes here before we bring things to a close, about the lie or lies of pornography, because that is a place that unfortunately not only men, but women as well, particularly now that the internet has exposed us to so much more. But what are the lies that we believe that's going on there with that? 

RW: That I can get away with this. That it's not gonna hurt me, and it's not gonna hurt anybody I love.

NW: Maybe that a little bit is okay.

RW: A little bit is okay. That is actually the lie, a little porn is harmless.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: But you know what, that's a horrible thing. That's a cesspool. I don't know how else to say that. That it is so awful, and the pornography business is bigger than the NFL, the whole NFL, it's a massive industry.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: Yeah. It was interesting. Mark was raised in a home where pornography was on the coffee table instead of Good Housekeeping.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: And when we got married, he had not seen it for the first seven years of our marriage, but we ended up in marriage counseling, and it was amazing how much pornography was still affecting our marriage, and he hadn't seen it in seven years.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: Well, this is where disclosure releases a lot of pressure.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: I used to work in construction and I'd use a jackhammer a lot, a big one. Not electric, those are sissy. I'm talking about a compressor...

Mark: Yeah.

RW: And the tank... It's a trailer, but the tank that builds the pressure that makes, that drives that air hammer, has a little gauge on the side, a little valve that releases the pressure so the thing doesn't blow up and kill everybody. That's what conversation does for a man, it releases that pressure. It's like laughing in church. Something that's not very funny can make you laugh in church. Why? Because you're not supposed to laugh in church.

Mark: Right.

RW: But if you don't have that release valve, if you don't have, I would say two things: A very close friend and a wife who listens, who loves you and listens and doesn't jump to irrational conclusions when you open your heart to her. Doesn't say, "How could you think that way?" But she's never gonna be a man, never really understand that what I see is erotic to me, can be. That's a foreign concept to most women. But if Nancy walked and everybody stroked her arm, she'd understand kind of what it feels like to be a man and see something that's suggestive, and those things are everywhere, right? The release of being able to say in a counseling situation, or just with my wife, as I said, after dinner and talking, whatever it is that I'm facing, my ability to disclose that releases my need to live it out or to act on it because most of that's inside and I'm saying, "I'm gonna figure this out when I get there. But right now, I know what I'm gonna do and I'm gonna go ahead and do it."

Jill: Yeah.

RW: So that's back to pornography. I saw my first pornography when I was a sophomore in college. The guy down the hall had something in his room, we walked down there, and I saw the first pornography I ever saw. And, of course, I still have an image of that in my mind. I'm not on a soapbox, this is just the truth. Every time I open my laptop, she knows that I'm a man. So the ads in the margins have... They might be selling, I don't know, soap or insurance. But there's something provocative that begs me. Even news pages have other kinds of stories and stuff, and it looks provocative. And every time, every time I have to say, sometimes out loud, "I'm not going there." So you just make a decision here before it gets to here and you can't control it. 'Cause you know it's wrong, I know it's wrong. So pornography is incredibly pervasive and it's impacting everything. And it's not just civilians. It's men in ministry who are deeply impacted.

NW: And I think if it didn't have... And I'm no expert on this, but it seems that if it didn't have some promise of delight or joy that who would be interested in it? But what Satan doesn't want us to realize is that anything like that is a counterfeit...

RW: That's so true.

NW: For the true satisfaction that God wants to give us if we'll take the fruit, He says is [23:15] ____. So we're trading something that looks beautiful and scintillating and titillating and [23:21] ____, like it will give you a high, but realizing that the crash is gonna be devastating and that we're gonna miss out on the beautiful thing that God wants us to be able to enjoy. So Satan is offering something, he's switching the price tags and making us think that this dangerous, damaging, volatile thing is gonna be some great value to us. When in fact, it's stealing from us the thing we could have that is of such great value.

RW: I'm gonna say something, and some of the women who are watching this may turn it off the moment I say it. But this is what I do in the book. Again, this is a cup of coffee. There's no reason to hold back.

Mark: Right.

RW: I believe in... Watching pornography leads to masturbation, and I believe that masturbation for a married man is adultery. End of sentence. No caveats, no nothing. People say, "Well, there's really nothing in the Bible about pornography or seeing these images and acting on it." It's adultery. But to say that to a guy sounds really shocking, and much less his wife who goes, "Honey, is that the truth?" Because I don't have time, and the reader, my buddy across the cup of coffee, doesn't want me to waste his time.

Mark: Sure.

RW: Let's cut to the chase and let's call it what it is, and then we can deal with it.

Mark: Right.

RW: And deal with oblique things, or possible things, or whatever. The vapor.

Mark: Yeah.

RW: Doesn't help us. I wanna know this guy across the table understands my heart and knows that I want to do the right thing. I'm doing the wrong thing. Romans 7: I know that what I'm doing is wrong, so I'm a slave to the evil that's controlling me and I need help to get out of that. You go to a mall and there's a sticker that says, "You are here."

RW: If you don't know where you are, you can't get to the store where you wanna go. And that's where it says, "This is where you are," Romans 3:23, "You are a sinner." That's the starting place. And then, you're helped to get to the place where you need to be, but if you didn't have that sticker, and didn't know where you were, you'd wander around the mall and wouldn't be helped by anything there.

RW: So, my prayer, my hope, Nancy's as well, is that men will actually get this book and read it. In fact, when you open and look at it, it's beautifully designed, it looks approachable, that's the whole point. Most men, too many men, don't read non-fiction books like this, don't read books about marriage. We read, but not necessarily stuff like this. So I'm making that assumption and I'm daring him to not stick with it, and go through the whole book. So that's my prayer.

Jill: Yeah, well, you oughta know that we first learned about your book from a friend of ours. We were visiting with them and he was reading it.

Mark: Yeah.

Jill: And he was on his second time through it, and he was like, "Mark, you gotta get this. This book is incredible." So, it's changing lives. Thank you for sharing that.

RW: Yeah, thank you so much. Thank you.

Jill: Our time is about up, but we are so grateful. And we asked in the last interview, we asked Robert what his favorite date night was. So in this one, Nancy, what's your favorite? 

NW: He actually kind of took mine, but again, because of the season of life we're in and we don't have children or grandchildren right here, we get to have a lot of evenings to enjoy each other, and to... But our favorite thing probably is sitting at home, is being quiet. Now, Robert said having a meal at home. I actually think having a meal in a quiet restaurant where I don't have to cook is an even... That's even a little more fun for me, but we do love to sit and talk. In fact, one of the first dates we ever had out in a restaurant, we sat for three hours. It was a quiet restaurant, we like that.

RW: And what else did we do while we were talking? 

NW: And we held hands.

RW: Oh, man.

NW: And it was very early on in our relationship, but we still love to do that. In fact, we had dinner out last night. We were at a booth, and the table was too big...

RW: It was huge.

NW: For us to hold hands comfortably. We love to sit across, catty corner from each other, hold hands, look in each other's eyes, talk, unpack our day, not be hurried. And then I'd say we also... I hope this is okay to say, we love to sit on the couch and cuddle and listen to a Cubs game or watch a movie, or we have a favorite game called Quiddler. So we're quiet folks. Our workday lives are very busy, very full, so we enjoy the peace, the quiet, love sitting on our deck, and looking out. We live on a river and just... We love being still, being quiet, and having quiet conversation. But then we're also... We enjoy... This isn't a date, but we also enjoy investing in others' lives. So we have some young couples, younger couples, who are friends of ours, and we love spending an evening with them and just investing in their lives, but also they give life to us, because they have more energy than we do.

NW: We're in that really sweet season, not perfect by any means, haven't arrived, God is using us to shape and mold each other's lives. And there could be really hard testing times ahead, there likely will be, but we know that whatever we go through here on Earth, the best is yet to come, and that's truth that keeps us really anchored and enjoying each other and the Lord in this season.

Jill: Yeah, absolutely. I love that. I love what you said. Even just watching a Cubs game, but cuddling on the couch. I think a lot of times, couples the longer they're married, they just get in their habits of almost being silos, and we have to intentionally touch...

RW: If I was sitting across that cup of coffee from a guy, I would say to him, "Touch her. Touch her." In fact, that isn't really that feminine a thing. If a guy hits a home run, and he comes back into the dug-out, every single man wants to touch him. That isn't necessarily a sissy thing.

Jill: They do it a little differently.

RW: They do. There's no doubt about that. But it's interesting. In the garden, Eve said to Satan that God said, "Don't even touch the fruit." God did not tell Adam that, but for her touching it was eating it. There's nothing about a woman's... We don't walk across a parking lot or down the isle at church looking for our seat without holding each other's hands. It's a really big deal to us. [30:31] ____ vulnerability in that. There's connectedness to it. So, back to the cup of coffee, Mark, I'm telling you, touch Jill.

Mark: Yeah, we got it.

Jill: Exactly.

NW: We also had a couple... I just give you this little tidbit. Some friends who are... They're good friends of ours, it's a pastor and his wife, and they have a really sweet marriage, and we've learned a lot from them. But two things they've modeled for us, one they modeled, one they told us about, that had been really sweet to us, one, we... I ended up on a text thread with them when we were dating, just for a brief period and they were always saying "precious" and "honey" and "darling", and they've married almost 50 years. And we don't use that language and we just adopted that, so we always... And anybody to read our text threads, you'll see a lot of that.

RW: And no, I'm sorry, you're not gonna be able to read them.

Mark: Darn it.

NW: Anyway, but just taking the extra seconds to put words in is really sweet. And then this couple also, she wrote on one of our blogs, she said she has this thing about make sure that every day you have a six-second kiss. Now, that was supposed to be a secret maybe, but we just told it. And so we just... She said, some time of the day, make sure that not a day goes by that you don't have a six-second kiss, at least. And there are times...

Jill: A one-minute hug.

NW: A one-minute hug, same idea, that you just stop and the world is going so fast, and especially if you have children around or grandchildren. You can just forget those things. So those are little things that can help make your marriage stay sweet and fresh and...

RW: That's true.

Jill: Yes, absolutely. Well, we are so grateful for the conversation.

Mark: Thank you, guys.

Jill: And Robert, would you be willing to just pray? 

RW: Of course.

Jill: As we close out here.

RW: Lord, thank you for Jill and Mark and for their selflessness. This is a gift that they're giving to couples, men and women, who need help and are willing to admit it. I thank you for their example. I thank you for their vulnerability. I thank you for healing, thank you for your goodness in their lives. I pray for Nancy and me, and I pray that you do the same thing for us, that day after day, we would keep short accounts, we'd be open and transparent and not hide from each other. And I pray for our friends who are watching this post, in whatever situation they are, some really on triage, some in the emergency rooms, and others who are just going about their daily stuff. So whatever the situation, we pray that you would breathe new life into their marriage, into their walk with you. We're not gonna be with each other as husband and wife, but we aren't first with you, and in our own hearts. So revive our own hearts and give us new life and joy in walking with you. Give us the joy of sharing that with our wife or our husband.

And we pray that you would give us the courage to do that day after day, not taking a single day off. Give us the joy of standing at our posts and faithfully being obedient serving you.
